This is a
fantastic opportunity for our students to gain new skills outside of the normal classroom setting and to
be creative in presenting our school and community during the last 100 years.”

This project
will see today's pupils playing an important role in celebrating the past 100 years, safeguarding it
for the future and learning a host of new skills along the way."
