Year 9 Option Choices for Key Stage 4 
This week, Year 9 pupils will have received detailed 
information regarding the options process. This 
information will help them choose four subjects that 
they wish to study, in addition to the core curriculum, 
during years 10 and 11. This information was also 
emailed out to parents, together with an options 
form to record their choice of subjects. As part of the 
process to assist with these choices, a virtual parents’ 
evening for Year 9 will take place with subject 
teachers on Tuesday 15th February. After this, your 
son will have until Friday 4th March to complete his 
choices and return the options form.
